GENERAL MEETINGS

General Meetings shall be held at such times and places as the Management Committee may appoint or at least once each month during the soccer season to discuss the reports of the Management Committee.

ACCEPTANCE TO THE CLUB

All Burwood Football Club Coaches, Managers, Players and members are accepted into this club on their merits.  In the event of any person bringing discredit upon this club the Executive Committee will address.

BEHAVIOUR

Under no circumstances are members of the Burwood Football Club, their parents relations and friends allowed to intimidate, ill advise or ridicule any member of the Burwood Football Club management, coaches or team managers.

MEMBERSHIP

(a) All players and other interested parties over the age of sixteen years who have paid the required fees which:

i. Shall be fixed annually by the Management Committee after debate at the AGM.

ii. Become due January 1st each year.

(b) A parent or guardian may represent each player less than 16 years of age.

(c) All coaches and managers not covered in (A) & (B) above.

(d) All Life Members.

YEAR

The Football year shall commence on the 1st January and end on 31st December each year.  The Financial year should commence on 1st October and end on 30th September each year.

GENERAL REGULATIONS

The Committee shall appoint Coach/Manager to each team.

The Coach and Manager will be responsible for:

a) Training

b) General physical welfare of the players

c) Tactics to be used on the field of play

The selection of the team on match days is the joint responsibility of the coach/manager.  The manager in the absence of the coach or the Coach in the absence of the Manager has full control of the team.

Decision of the Committee and policies of the Club must be observed at all times.  All players must be registered players of Burwood Football Club Inc, and must abide by the decisions of the Committee, and shall have the right to appeal to such Committee.

Any permanent movement of player from one team to another must come before the Committee before the move is affected.  All changes between teams to be agreed upon by the Coach/Manager of both teams.

EQUAL TIME

No boy/girl once he/she has been into a team of his/her age group by the club officials may be used as a permanent reserve.  Further more (subject to attendance at training and games or special arrangement prior to Registration acceptance) all children shall be given equal time on the field of play when circumstances permit.

DISPUTE PROCEDURE

If any player, Coach, Manager or supporter has reason for complaint this should be submitted in writing to the Committee.  If the Committee finds that on reasonable grounds the complaint should be investigated it will do so.  If this complaint involves another member of the Club than a copy of the complaint must be forwarded to the relevant parties and all parties will be requested to attend a Committee meeting to discuss the complaint.

CONTACT WITH THE ASSOCIATION

Under no circumstances should individual players, parents, coaches or managers contact the CDSFA directly.  All communication should come through the Burwood FC committee.

INSURANCE – SPORTS INJURIES

Whilst the Club has several insurance policies of particular interest is the Personal Accident and Sporting Injury Policy.  This cover for players, coaches, referees and officials provides benefits for claims arising from temporary or permanent disability.  Any injury sustained whilst playing which requires medical and or dental care must follow an explicit procedure.  Please note that not every eventuality is covered and Private Health Insurance is recommended.

All injuries sustained on the day must be reported to the Secretary and recorded on the match sheet.  You will be given an insurance form to be filled in and returned to the Secretary as soon as possible.  You must see a General Practitioner (GP) and obtain a referral for further treatment.  If you do not follow this procedure your claim will not be approved.

THE MATCH

Any injuries that the Manager considers might be the subject of an insurance claim must be reported to the Secretary on the day of the injury so that insurance procedures can start as soon as possible.  All insurance claims have to be lodged within thirty (30) days from the date of injury.

NOTE:  If there is no official referee for the game, the by laws state that the person to referee the game must be agreed to by both Managers.  The unofficial referee must be treated with the same respect as an official referee.  Refer section 7 of  Rules of Association.

In any dispute, please look for an Official at the ground and ask them to mediate in the dispute.

SPECIAL NOTES ON THE PROGRAM FOR MATCH DAYS

BEFORE THE GAME

1) Check information on website to verify location, time of game and if you are the home team.

2) Assemble the team and ensure that they are correctly dressed in club strip, socks shorts and shin guards.

3) If you are the home team, and the opposition has the same colour strip, (We only change for Abbotsford or if playing another Burwood team) then ask an official to give you an alternate strip.  You will be notified in advance of this.  Please note: Sometimes you may be the home team but playing at another park (ie. no room at our grounds) in which case you must ensure that you have the alternate strip with you.  Return the alternate strips to the Canteen prior to 8:30am on the following Saturday.

4) Fill in the match sheet if you are the home team and make sure that the player’s names and I.D numbers are PRINTED and that the number on the player’s shirt corresponds with that on the match sheet for all teams.  Print your name after sighting opposition I.D cards.

5) Inspect the opposing team’s I.D cards and keep I.D opposition cards until the end of the game.  Make sure that any discrepancies are noted on the back of the match card in the presence of the opposing manager and referee before play commences.  Any player whose name appears on the match card is deemed to have played.

SEND OFF PROCEDURE

The rules are:

· If sent off from the field of play an automatic 1 match suspension applies. Card must be handed in to referee
· The judiciary will look at the send off report and will either leave it at 1 match or increase
· BFC will be notified by email from CDSFA re no of match suspension
· BFC will inform players affected
· The player is required to pay the send off penalty (appr0x$20) to BFC before the next game.
· Player can appeal in writing through BFC competition secretary to judiciary  about the length of suspension within 48 hours 
· Player will be notified when appeal is to be heard and will need to pay a fee approx $550-00 on  the night before their appeal is heard
MINIS AND NON-PREMIERSHIP JUNIORS RULES

FORMAT FOR UNDER 6 AND 7 AGE GROUP 

· Under 6’s and 7’s shall play on Small Sided Games Fields and are subject to SSG rules.

· Under 6s play 4 a side, under 7s play 5 a side

· Refer section 7 of  Rules of Association for detailed rules.

FORMAT FOR UNDER 8 AGE GROUP 

· Under 8s play on mini fields and play 7 a side including a goalkeeper plus up to 4 interchange players.
· Refer section 1.19 of  Rules of Association for detailed rules.

FORMAT FOR UNDER 9 AGE GROUP COMPETITIONS

· Under 9s play on half fields and play 9 a side including a goalkeeper plus up to 4 interchange players.

· Refer section 1.19 of  Rules of Association for detailed rules.

FORMAT FOR UNDER 10 AGE GROUP COMPETITIONS

· Under 10s play on half fields and play 9 a side including a goalkeeper plus up to 6 interchange players.

· Refer section 1.19 of  Rules of Association for detailed rules.

COACHING

· No coaches are allowed on the field of play for any age groups in 2009.

· No coaching will be allowed from the sideline, except by the team’s registered coach, and then only if encouragement and information is given in a restrained manner.

BALL SIZE

· Under 6s, 7s, 8s,9s and 10s (from 2009) use a size 3 ball.

DURATION OF MATCHES

· Under 6 and 7 - 2 equal periods of 15 minutes

· Under 8 – 2 equal periods of 20 minutes

· Under 9 to 12  - 2 equal periods of 25 minutes

COACHES DUTIES
The Coach is appointed by the Committee and is fully responsible for training, general physical welfare of the players and tactics to be used on the field of play. Coaches MUST be registered with the Club and Association - no fees are involved - and wear ID at matches. The Coach must agree to abide by the decisions of the Club's Constitution and of the Management Committee.

COACHES SHOULD ENSURE THAT:

· The team is selected together with the Manager.

· Your players are taught the rules of sport and fair play.

· Training times should take into consideration the competition and the maturity level of the players.

· All players have equal playing time as per Constitution.

· You abide by the Coaches Code of Conduct.

· Be aware of the relevant Rules of Association for your age group.

GENERAL NOTES
· Any injuries that the Coach and or Manager consider might be the subject of an insurance claim must be reported to the Secretary on the day of the injury so that insurance procedures are commenced as soon as possible.

COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT

· Remember that junior players participate for pleasure and winning is only part of the fun. 

· Never ridicule or yell at a junior player for making a mistake or not winning. 

· Be reasonable in your demands on players' time, energy and enthusiasm. 

· Operate within the rules and spirit of the game and teach your players to do the same. 

· Ensure that the time players spend with you is a positive experience. All junior players are deserving of equal attention and opportunities. 

· Avoid overplaying the talented players; the just average need and deserve equal time. 

· Ensure that equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are appropriate to the age and ability of all players. 

· Display control, respect and professionalism to all involved with the sport. This includes opponents, coaches, officials, administrators, the media, parents and spectators. Encourage your players to do the same. 

· Show concern and caution toward sick and injured players. Follow the advice of a physician when determining whether an injured player is ready to recommence training or competition. 

· Obtain appropriate qualifications and keep up to date with the latest coaching practices and the principles of growth and development of young players. 

· Any physical contact with a junior player should be appropriate to the situation and necessary for the player's development. 

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every young person regardless of their gender, ability, cultural background or religion.

MANAGERS DUTIES
The Manager is appointed by the Committee and is fully responsible for the administration of the team, subject to the decisions of the Management Committee. Managers MUST be registered with the Club and Association - no fees are involved - and wear ID at matches.

THE MANAGERS DUTIES ARE AS FOLLOWS;

· Select team together with the coach

· Ensure team equipment issued is kept in good order and returned at the end of the season. Accidental losses or damage to equipment should be reported immediately to the equipment coordinator. 

· Ensure that all player identification cards are kept throughout the season and returned to the Equipment Coordinator at the end of the season. 

Note - Under no circumstances are identification cards or shirts to be distributed to players.

· Arrange training times and grounds with the Competition Secretary and ensure that the players and / or parents are aware of these times. Note younger teams train earlier (finish < 7pm).

· Ensure that players and / or parents are advised of match details. Match details are provided in advance via email from the Competition Secretary and on the BFC and CDSFA websites.

· Ensure that all parents are aware that they have a responsibility to arrange transport for their child for home and away games if they are unable to take them. 

· Organise parents to set up fields and perform canteen duty and ground official duties as rostered.

· Manage communication of cancellations (eg due to wet weather) to players and / or parents. 

· Be aware of the relevant Rules of Association for your age group.

· Abide by the Managers Code of Conduct.

MATCH DAY:

Before the game:

· Ensure team is assembled at least 30 minutes before game start time and ensure that they are correctly dressed in club strip, socks, shorts and shin guards.

· If we are home team against Abbotsford or another Burwood team alternate strip to be collected from canteen.  Wash and return alternate strip to Centenary canteen before 9am on next Saturday.

· Complete match sheet details and liaise with opposition manager to ensure their details are completed.  

· Give match sheet to referee prior to game start.

· For competitive teams with official referees arrange payment prior to game start.  Referees money will be available for collection at Centenary canteen each Saturday morning.

· Inspect opposition cards before the game (competitive teams only) and ensure any discrepancies are noted on the back of the match sheet in the presence of the opposing manager and Referee before play commences. Any player whose name appears on the match card is deemed to have played. 

· Retain opposition id cards for the duration of the match (competitive teams).

· If there is no official referee for the game, the rules state that the person to referee the game must be agreed to by both Managers. The unofficial referee must be treated with the same respect as an official referee. 

· In any dispute, please look for an Official at the ground and ask them to mediate in the dispute.

After the game 

· Sign the match sheet ensuring the correct result has been recorded.

· Ensure any injuries are reported on the match sheet and contact the Club Secretary to advise of any injuries likely to be the subject of an insurance claim.

· Retain relevant match sheet copy – white + yellow copies for home team, pink for away team.

· Retrieve id cards from opposition manager (competitive teams).

· Collect full set of playing shirts, organise to have these washed and returned to the Manager BEFORE the next match. i.e.. training nights.

· Hand in your copies of the match sheets to Centenary Park canteen before the last game of the day.

MANAGERS CODE OF CONDUCT
· Modify rules and regulations to match the skill levels and needs of young people. 

· Compliment and encourage all participants. 

· Be consistent, objective and courteous when making decisions. 

· Condemn unsporting behaviour and promote respect for all opponents. 

· Emphasise the spirit of the game rather than the errors. 

· Encourage and promote rule changes, which will make participation more enjoyable. 

· Be a good sport yourself. Actions speak louder than words. 

· Keep up to date with the latest trends in officiating and the principles of growth and development of young players. 

· Remember, you set an example. Your behaviour and comments should be positive and supportive. 

· Place the safety and welfare of the participants above all else. 

· Give all young people a 'fair go' regardless of their gender, ability, cultural background or religion. 

PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT 
1. 
Play by the rules. 

2. 
Never argue with a referee or assistant referee. If you disagree, have your captain, coach or manager approach the official on your behalf. 

3. 
Control your temper. Verbal abuse of officials and sledging other players, deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent are not acceptable or permitted behaviours in soccer. 

4. 
Work equally hard for yourself and your team. Your team's performance will benefit and so will you. 

5. 
Be a good sport; recognise all good plays whether they are part of your team or the opposition. 

6. 
Treat all participants in soccer as you like to be treated. Do not bully or take unfair advantage of other competitors. 

7. 
Cooperate with your coach, team-mates and opponents. Without them there would be no game. 

8. 
Participate for your own enjoyment and benefit, not just to please parents and coaches. 

9. 
Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of their gender, ability, cultural background or religion. 

WET WEATHER - PROCEDURES 

In case of wet weather the Competition Secretary will communicate with all managers who are responsible for managing the communication to the team.  For training nights “ground closed” signs at Centenary or Blair will be posted by the council and should be complied with.

All communication regarding wet weather and cancellations should be managed by the team manager.

Centenary Park Field Set-Up and Pack-Up Instructions

Set Up

· Review the roster to see if your team is scheduled for duty. At least 4 volunteers from each team are required to set up the field.

· Arrive at least 45 minutes prior to kick-off.  It takes at least 30 minutes to set up a field and the field needs to be set up 15 minutes prior to kick off.  If the field is not set-up in time, the game can be called a forfeit by the opposition.

· Locate the correct garbage bin with nets and small bucket containing U spikes, velcro strips and hammer.  These bins are clearly labelled: Main Field 1 West, Main Field 2 East, Mini Field 1, Mini Field 2, Half Field 1 and Half Field 2. 

· Do not mix up equipment from different fields.  The nets and velcros are different sizes according to the goal post sizes.

Mini and Half Field Special Instructions

· Set up goal posts in the correct positions.  Ensure they are centered along the goal line.  

· For half fields ensure the goalposts are set up on the line 5 meters in on the western side to make enough room between the half fields and the mini fields.  Dashed line.  Goal posts on the eastern side should be along the main eastern sideline of the full field to ensure the length of the field is maximized.

· For half fields the sidelines toward the centre of the main field should be the dashed lines 10 metres either side of the half way line.  This gives a 20 metre gap between half field 1 and half field 2.

· Ensure that the moveable soccer goalposts on mini and half fields are set up securely.  Use all the U spikes to secure the base to the ground (2  U spikes on each side and 2 U spikes at the back base).  

· If you are unsure about this please ask someone.  It is very important that these posts are set up safely and securely as they are dangerous if not set up properly.

· Attach the nets to the top and side posts using velcro straps evenly spaced.

· Secure the base of the net at the sides and back to the ground with the remaining U spikes.

· Place flags at the 4 corners of the field and at half way.  6 flags for each field.

· Check all goalposts and then return empty bin and bucket with hammer to the eastern change room.  Do not leave out on the field!

Main Field 1 needs to be roped off from the corner nearest to the canteen to the far corner.

Pack Up Instructions

· Pack up nets, roll and place into garbage bin

· Pack up hammer, U spikes and velcro strips into small bucket

· Place small bucket on top of nets inside garbage bin

· Return garbage bin, goal posts and corner flags to western side dressing room.

· Goal post supports should be packed into shower recess

· Garbage bins should be placed on seat in designated area

· Corner flags should be placed in corner of dressing room

MANAGER HINTS FOR MINI TEAMS 

At Training night

· Do team list phone numbers & email. Group text or group e-mail.

· Box for team drinks – DO NOT SHARE water bottles

· Bike pump ( inflate soccer balls)

· Picnic rug ( parents/CHILD to sit on )

· Spare pair Shin pads,( loan to CHILD who forgets)  

· Icepacks( for injuries)

· Ensure coach has equipment kit &  ALL ITEMS RETURED AT END
· Remind parents refer to website for upcoming game times & location. / Or provide parents photocopy map. with ground highlighted

· Remind parents upcoming events i.e canteen duty/  fundraisers

· Draw up roster oranges/watermelon

· Roster for shirt washing

· Roster when canteen duty / field set up/pack down due

· Organize parent referee for Saturday home game (do not wait till Saturday)

· Pick up laundered shirts- do not wait till Saturday- They will be forgotten!!

·  Start warm up team/drills  if coach running late

· Allocate some tasks to other parents- do not do it all – You will burn out!! 

At Saturday Game

· Keep mobile on- parents will ring re sickness / rain cancellation

· Do paperwork- team list day b/4 game( if home game)

· Folder, Icepack, sun cream, water ,whistle, drink box., bike pump

· Find oval (see plan of ground at each canteen) Round up team/ inform coach any illness/ latecomers etc so he can plan who plays first.

· If home game ensure fully pumped up size 3 ball ( see canteen for pump)

· Find opposing team manager/coach- introduction  to our coach 

· Keep the show moving get game started!!!. Even if all not there start with first 6.Ensure shin pads on.

· Ensure coach rotates players -- gives players equal time on field each child entitled as all paid $120. Do not leave best players on longer. 

· Sit reserves together on mat with drinks box, oranges, and icepak at centre line so coach can easily locate for quick rotation. Keep eye out for injuries- 

· Keep your parents /reserves behind white line at all time.

· Encourage parents to welcome/farewell other team/parents at start/end game-esp if at home ground. Our players shake hand at end game: important parents need to acknowledge other team as well!

· End game- quickly get all off field as next game will need to start
· Get both refs to sing and fill in score. If disagreement seek out ground official.

· Each week put copy in your mail slot at Centenary park. Or e- mail Monica- recorder (see club committee list) Check your mail slot regularly.

Duties of Ground Official

The following are the basic requirements of the Ground Official:

1. 
Make themselves known to Referee before the start of each match;

2. 
Assist in ensuring that teams are ready to start games at the scheduled kick off time;

3.
Ensure that spectators do not encroach onto the playing field during the match;

4. 
Ensure that the area behind the goal area is kept clear at all times.

5. 
Ensure that no persons enter the field of play, including coaches or managers (especially to treat injured players) until signaled by the Referee;

6. 
Assist the Referee as requested at any time;

7. 
Ensure that alcohol is not consumed in the immediate vicinity of the playing field.

In all other matters pertaining to ground control, the Club & Ground Official must ensure that no conduct is permitted that would prove prejudicial to the Club or Association.

	Who runs the club?

The club is run by entirely volunteers giving up their time to allow players to enjoy playing football. A committee is elected each year.  Each team needs a coach and a manager who are normally parent volunteers.   Details of the committee and all team contacts are on our web site.

	What equipment do I need to buy?

All players need to purchase football shorts, socks, boots and shin-pads.  Children can’t train or play without boots and shin-pads.  Shorts and socks can be purchased from the canteen.  It is also good to have a football to practice with in the correct size for the age group.  Players are supplied with shirts and training equipment as part of their fees.  

	What size football is used?

Ages 6 to 10 – size 3,  ages 11 to13 – size 4, 14 and over – size 5

	What is the minimum age for registration

We accept registrations for children who turn 5 years old by the 31st of July.

	What age group will my child play in?

The age group is calculated on the age your child turns by the end of the calendar year. So under 7s must not be older than 7 by 31 December. The club does not grade younger children in older age groups so, in effect, this means all children in a team will be the same age on 31 December. The only exception to this is 5 year olds who play in the under 6s age group. 

	Can my child play in a team with his/her friends?

Our policy is to place players in teams of similar ability as this helps in the player’s enjoyment of the game except for under 6s and 7s there is no formal grading.

	When does the season start?

The season starts on April 4 and goes through to the last weekend in August.  

	Where are the games played?

All small sided games (under 6s and 7s) are played at Centenary Park.  

For junior teams (under 8s to 17s) - our home games are played at Centenary Park, Church Street Croydon.  Older teams (11+) can sometimes be allocated to Blair Park, Queen St Croydon.  Away games are played at the grounds of other clubs in the Canterbury District Soccer Football Association.

	When will my child play?

All small sided games (under 6s and 7s) will play Saturday mornings 8.30am, 9.15am for under 6s and 10.00am for under 7s.  

Under 8s to under12s play on Saturday’s on a home and away basis against other teams in the Canterbury District Soccer Football Association. The first game usually starts at 9am and the last game usually starts at 12pm.  Younger teams usually play earlier.  Older teams (13 – 17) and all girl teams play on Sundays.  You will need to arrange transport to and from games.

	What are the requirements of parents?

Parents are required to accompany younger players at training and games.  Teams will be rostered on to canteen duty, ground official duty and assist with field set up a few times per year.  You team manager will be advised ahead of time if the team is on duty and parents will be expected to volunteer to help out in these duties.  Parents also need to be aware of and comply with the Parents and Spectators Code of Conduct at all times.

	Where can I get information throughout the year?

All information is available via your team manager and most is available on our website www.burwoodfc.com.au . In addition there are monthly general meetings held at Croydon Public School that everyone is welcome to attend.

	What do my fees pay for?

Registration fees go towards payment of association fees, payment for use of Centenary and Blair Park for games and training, referees, playing shirts, training equipment, insurance, entry to gala days (max 1 per team per year).  The fees charged per player are less than these costs - so we rely on the canteen sales and sponsorship to keep our fees low.
